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1.  Welcome to eCaddy
eCaddy is a digital golf scorecard that resembles a real scorecard. 
It is small, light and portable.  While it is on your belt, the hinged clip's �
revolving action allows you to operate it without taking it off.  It is �
easier to use than a paper scorecard yet provides all the data every 
golfer has ever wanted.

Its Display is just like a real scorecard (See Fig.1).  The top line (Title 
Field) shows the game and course numbers with the scoring method. 
The next 3 lines (Course Field) show the Hole Numbers, Pars and Hole
